Clinical Externship Requirements

Students will attend clinical externships throughout the program. The institute will attempt to assign sites that are within a 60 mile radius of the school and are convenient for to students; however this may not always be possible. Students will also be able to spend part of their clinical times in the convenience of the institute (since it is housed in clinic that will serve as a clinical site). Based on clinical site availability, students may be required to complete their externships at more than one clinical site. Students that decline two or more sites may be required to withdraw from the program. In such an even, the institute makes no assurances as to when or if the sites may be available. Students at Sonotech Institute, Inc. are also allowed to solicit and secure their own clinical sites for the sake of convenience. These clinical sites must still be approved by the school administrator before the student participates in a clinical program there.
        To begin a clinical assignment, a student must have a current CPR certification that is valid for the length of the clinical rotation. CPR cards should always be kept current. Therefore the student will never run into a problem of non-compliance with this rule. Some clinical site still may require additional medical information or documents for their clinical programs. The student is responsible for any cost associated with these requirements as well as the cost of the CPR certification. Students will also need a statement of general health signed by a health practitioner. A form that includes the medical information required is furnished to the student (Statement of Good Health Form). The statement must certify that the students’ health does not preclude him/her from working in a health care setting. 

Clinical Attendance Requirements


Students are required to attend 100% of required clinical hours. Students must attend their clinical externships on the days and hours designated by the site. Days or times may not be changed without permission from the Clinical Coordinator and the Clinical Site Supervisor. In the event that the student will be absent from a clinical site, the student must call the clinical site and the institute in advance. If the clinical site or institute determines that the student is not reliable for any reason, including absences, the student may be removed from the site and may (depending on the severity of the complaint) be terminated from the program. In any case, if the student misses (5) or more consecutive days of clinical externship, the student may face dismissal from the school.

Scheduled Sonotech Institute, Inc. vacations do not apply to clinical externship rotations. Students must coordinate and comply with holiday schedules set by Clinical Site Supervisors. Students are responsible for providing the institute with a time sheet (given by the institute) signed by the clinical site supervisor documenting clinical hours and exams completed. These time sheets must be passed in on Monday of the following week. If a student misses clinical time, he/she must make arrangements for make-up time with the clinical site supervisor. Students can not graduate from the program if all clinical hours have not been completed and documented by the site supervisor.
Clinical Site Conduct


Students of Sonotech Institute, Inc. are expected to be assertive at their clinical sites. As a student you are there to learn, ask questions, and get as much knowledge as you can from the professionals that surround you. Students are expected to be respectful of technicians and supervisors. They are also expected to keep a positive attitude and outlook on their education. Negative conversations or comments about any clinical affiliate, technician, supervisor, or staff affiliated with Sonotech Institute, Inc. are strictly prohibited. Non-compliance with this rule would be taken as a direct violation of our Code of Conduct and may cause the student to be terminated from the program.
