Sonotech Institute, Inc. (SI) will be housed in the Community Health Center in Austell, Georgia. SI will be placed on the backside of the building and will have its own entrance/exit point as well as its own parking. The institute includes a large classroom area with several white rectangular student tables with accommodations for up to 27 students. At first glance, the classroom is very bright (mostly white) and welcoming. There is a professor’s podium and a large whiteboard for notes. There is a large film canvas complete with power-point display projection. By only accepting 8 students for the first year, there will be a wonderfully low student-teacher ratio and chance for the students to really interact with the instructor and fellow students. There is also a full stainless- steel appliance kitchen along the back wall of the large classroom. There is a large file cabinet within the room for storage of student files and instructor’s supplies.
The instructor’s office is within a separate adjoining room. He has his own desk and partitions for office privacy. The Program Director’s office is in close proximity, but in a separate room. This office has a privacy door, although there will always be an “open door” policy extended to all students.
Within a different side of the building are the clinical rooms. These are exam rooms used by the Community Health Center. Sonotech Institute, Inc. will have free access to these rooms during our clinical lab times. The exam rooms contain medical exam tables and supplies. There is also a procedure table present in each room where we will place our 7lb ultrasound machines.

The ultrasound machines we have chosen to use are the Sonosite Micromaxx machines. We chose these machines for their compact size and optimal resolution. They are also very portable and lightweight. They resemble a small laptop computer and perform all tasks performed on a traditional large ultrasound machine. They are however less intimidating and easier to handle than their large counterparts. These machines, with all the newest in technology, will keep our students on the “cutting edge” of the ever-changing field of ultrasound!
