SCHEDULE OF CLASSES
Allied Medical Professions Principles – ECT 100, ECT 100(L), ECT 100(E) 
This course provides an introduction to today’s field of cardiac ultrasonography. Several topics will be covered such as introduction to ultrasound, and the ultrasound laboratory, medical terminology, patient care, professional dress, and development. This course will contain emphasis on safety and infection control. Students will observe these practices in a clinical environment. Clinical lab and externship included.

Introduction to Cardiac Technology – ECT 101, ECT 101(L), ECT 101(E)
This course is a complete look at healthcare technology as it pertains to the specific field of cardiac ultrasound. It provides an introduction to normal cardiac terminology and definitions. This class is a more definitive overview of the field of echocardiography  and what it means to the medical community. Clinical lab and externship included.

Echocardiography I- ECT 201, ECT 201(L), ECT 201(E)
This course is an introduction to diagnostic cardiac techniques. It teaches various non-invasive cardiac diagnostic tests and procedures. It integrates principles of basic “M mode” and two-dimensional echocardiography and scanning protocols. It will cover protocols, procedures, and normal anatomy and physiology of the heart. Clinical lab and externship included.
Echocardiography II – ECT 202, ECT 202(L), ECT 202(E)
Continuation of cardiac techniques learned in course ECT 201. This course includes teachings about different disease processes and pathologies seen in “real life” situations and teaches students how to effectively interpret them. This course will cover the technical aspects of echocardiography as well as the cardiac pathology and how it is acquired. Clinical lab and externship included.

Cardiovascular Physics and Instrumentation – ECT 203, ECT 203(L), ECT 203(E)
This is a course in ultrasound physics and equations as they pertain to cardiac technology. This course furthers students’ knowledge on how and why ultrasound works. Clinical lab and externship included.

Advanced Echocardiography – ECT 204, ECT 204(L), ECT 204(E)
This course focuses on the advancements made in technology in the field of cardiac sonography. Student will learn about different interventional procedures that use cardiac sonography, as well as how other modalities have encompassed echocardiography as part of their protocol for diagnosis and treatment of heart abnormalities. Clinical lab and externship included.

Schedule of Classes (continued)
Basic Cardiac Life Support for Healthcare Providers – ECT 205, ECT 205(L), ECT 205(E)
This course trains students to be able to recognize signs of distress and heart attack, as well as choking in patients. Students will learn adult and child CPR (one and two person) as well as methods of dealing with obstructed airways. During class, students will be able to obtain a CPR card (optional), but must pay for their own card. They will learn to activate EMS systems and be able to use the A.E.D. equipment when necessary. Students will also participate in creating or updating resumes. There will also be “mock” job interviews where students will be graded on dress, professionalism, as well as scanning ability and knowledge of cardiac technology. Clinical lab and externship included.
